The
information on the sheet provides an opportunity for you
to describe features of your model which may go unno-
ticed otherwise. We tried to make it easy to use. Please

We will not have Bring and Brag next month since the
Diorama contest will be in March. Bring and Brag will
return in April and the topic will be steam locomotives.
